CONSTITUTION

OF

OLYMPIA HIGHLANDERS

(A Washington Corporation)

Article  I

Name and  Object
The OLYMPIA HIGHLANDERS is hereby constituted and established to perpetuate the Scottish culture through formation of a Scottish bagpipe band to provide educational, civic, patriotic and social pursuits for the community, its citizens and the State of Washington.  Olympia Highlanders is formed exclusively as set forth in RCW 24.03, non-profit laws of the State of Washington and Section 501(c)3 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954.

Article  II

Location of Registered Office
The registered office of the Olympia Highlanders shall be in Olympia, Thurston County, Washington.

Article  III

Membership
Membership may be offered persons as provided for in the By-Laws.

Article  IV

Administration
The affairs of the Olympia Highlanders shall be managed by a Board of Directors who shall be elected by the membership as provided for in the By-Laws. 

Article  V

Annual Meeting
Once each year the Olympia Highlanders will meet for the purpose of delineating the policies and such other functions as are provided for in the By-Laws.

Article  VI

Amendment of Constitution
Amendment of the Constitution may be made upon petition of 51 percent of the membership and shall become effective at the end of ninety (90) days if approved by a two-third majority of the full membership.
